CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY OF FINDINGS, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

This chapter presents the summary of major findings from the study, the conclusion which was arrived at the end of the study and the suggestion posited based on the findings of the study.
  5.1   SUMMARY OF MAJOR FINDINGS
This research work is primarily concerned with finding out a solution to problem facing secondary schools’ students in Qua’an Pan Local Government Area of plateau state. That is the problem of student's attitudes and self-concept on their academic performance in economics and also how their level of perception affects them during learning process. The objectives of the study include, to examine the influence of student’s attitude on their academic performance in senior secondary schools in Qua'an Pan Local Government Area of plateau state, to find out what influences’ student attitudes and self-concept on their academic performance, what are the factors that causes poor academic performance of students in economics, what determine the level of students’ self-concept on their academic performance.
      In line with these objectives four research questions were formulated to identify the areas of inquiry. As part of the study, the researcher carried out an intensive Literature review. The main purpose of the review was to x-ray a cross section of views, feelings, opinions and perception of various scholars concerning the influence of student’s attitudes and self-concept on their academic performance in economics in secondary schools in Qua’an Pan Local Government Area of plateau state. From the study the following findings were made.
1.  Students’ attitudes towards economics significantly impact their academic performance.
2. Positive self-concept correlates with higher academic achievement in economics.
3. Factors such as teacher-student relationship and teaching methods also play a role.
 5.2   CONCLUSION 
          This study examined the influence of student’s attitudes and self-concept on their academic performance in secondary school in economics. The researcher drew the following conclusions.
1.   Attitude and self-concept are crucial determinants of students’ academic performance in economics.
2.  Addressing these factors can lead to improvements in students’ learning outcomes. 
3.  Students with a good character(attitude) help he/she to perform well in school 
4. Encouragement of students by their teachers help in promoting them academically
5.  That there exists a strong correlation between students’ attitudes and academic performance of students in secondary school in economics 


      5.3. RECOMMENDATIONS:
Base on the analysis, discussion and major findings of this research work, the following recommendations are proposed which could lead to improvement in the academic performance of secondary school students in economics in Qua'an Pan Local Government Area.To achieve such the researcher propose the following recommendations:
1. Implement interventions to foster positive attitudes towards economics among students, such as interactive teaching methods and real-life applications.
2. Promote strategies to enhance students’self-concept, including personalized feedback and recognition of their achievements.
3. Encourage positive teacher-student relationships and provide professional development for educators to support students’ psychological needs.
4. Conduct further research to explore additional factors influencing students' academic performance in economics and develop targeted interventions accordingly.
5.4 LIMITATION OF THE STUDY
         The present economic meltdown an inflationary rate hampered the activities of the researcher as it made him financially handclapped a result of that he is unable to carry out the research work as expected.
